I hereby give Notice that I reserve the right to withhold any future payment of Council Tax until you can substantiate your claim to payment.

However, being a responsible man, I will be happy to pay what I may lawfully owe upon receipt of: 

1. Proof that I, Chris: of the family Kettle am a corporation, and therefore fall under the jurisdiction of statute law.

2. Proof that a lawful contract exists between both parties and is signed by both parties.

3. Proof that I Chris: of the family Kettle, has a lawful obligation to pay Council Tax, notwithstanding quoting the Local government finance Act to me.
